Town Clerk Report –She reported that she had talked with the Tribe about pumping into their pond 


and that there was a miscommunication and she was setting up a meeting with Public Works 


Director and the Tribe’s water department.  She presented a letter to send to the Tribe asking for 


their participation in constructing a new pool.  She talked about looking for a new security system.  


She reported that all expenses had been turned into the insurance and the adjuster would be getting 

with her to go over all expenses.  They all reported that a meeting on March 22nd with the new 


Forest Supervisor at 5:30pm would be good and that they would get their Q&A sheets turned in by 


Feb. 23rd.  She reported that the appraisal for the museum was under way.  She also reported that 


she had visited with Karl Bistline on the design and pricing for construction of a barrier in the 


lobby.  She also presented a letter to the council from Peter Muhlemann asking for some 



information on the Easy Street road.  She informed what they attorney had said in response and 


that she had also spoke with the Public Works Director on the issue.  She stated that she was 


sending a reply stating that the road was private and up to the homeowners to repair.
