1. Mayor:  Update on water well project to be given later.  Mayor was nominated by the Arizona League of Cities and Towns to the Influential Women Mayors of America.  This invitation was to the Oval Office.  Due to the travel issues with Hurricane Florence, she was unable to go, however has had multiple phone calls regarding the issues facing the town.
1. Town Manager:  Met with BLM, who provided the town with a letter for ADOH to proceed with the well project.  Stakes on dam are not for construction, they were for NRCS to have a visual of the work that would be done if the town could provide their portion of the funding.  No work will be done until the town can provide their portion.  Computer upgrade has been completed and just working out the bugs getting everything set up.

1. Finance Director: Budget Report  No report
1. Town Departments and Committees: Public works reported that the risk pool will be visiting in October to review the issues previously noted.  They are working on road improvements up water canyon after the floods, and to get ready for the well improvements.  They have the D6 up and running, and will be needing to rent a track hoe to take up as well.  There have been problems with water meters not reading on the hand held, there were 178 missed meters last month.  This could be due to a bad batch of batteries.  Master meter is coming out to discuss the issues.  There have been 6 new hookups in the past 3 months.  Thanks to summer help for all his hard work.  Fire department recapped the past two months of trainings.
